On January 22, 2007, the City of Pacifica entered into an agreement with San Francisco
International Airport (SFO) for the installation of a microphone and data transmitter at the
Fairmont Recreation Center. The purpose of this microphone and data transmitter is to
monitor the noise generated by aircraft as they fly over Pacifica. As stated in the original
agreement, SFO is supposed to provide the electricity needs of the microphone and data
transmitter. However, due to its location and the availability of an existing power supply
from a nearby parking lot light, it will be less costly just to tap the nearby power source
and eliminate the need to trench for 200 feet.

The SFO microphone and data transmitter consumes only minimal electricity and City
staff calculated its consumption to be $60 per year. Staff recommends approval of the
amendment to the agreement between the City of Pacifica and San Francisco
International Airport for the Aircraft Noise Monitor.

Fiscal impact will be a revenue of $60 per annum.

On August 11, 2008 the Council approved a consultant contract with Dyett & Bhatia to prepare

an update to the City’s General Plan. As part of the process, staff recommends that the City
establish a Steering Committee to assist with the community forums planned as part of the

update process.

Staff envisions that the Steering Committee would include a broad spectrum of the community,
perhaps 15 to 20 members. The primary task of the Steering Committee would be to convene
the community forums (the community meetings outside the purview of the City Council and
Planning Commission). The consultant’s current scope includes four such forums, although staff
has requested that a fifth forum be added. The role of the Steering Committee would be
concentrated at the beginning of the process, with two forums planned within a two month
period. Three additional forums would be spread out over the following several months of work

by the consultant.

The proposed Steering Committee can play a very helpful role in identifying how best to reach
out to the community, and as a sounding board for policies to resolve key issues. In addition to
helping structure the first two community forums, the Committee would be asked to attend all
the community meetings and help facilitate small group discussions. The Committee would play
an extremely important role as liaisons to the community — telling people about the General
Plan/LCP, conveying confidence in the process, and inviting others to participate. This gives the
Committee an important role, while maintaining the authority of the Planning Commission and
City Council relative to recommendations and decisions.

Interested individuals would be asked to apply for the Committee and be appointed by the City
Council through the interview process.

Reauthorizing and updating the entire UUT to bring the ordinance into compliance with new
laws affecting wireless technology and other new forms of telecommunications no longer
considered valid under current law.

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EXPERIENCE WITH AND KNOWLEDGE OF LOCAL VOTERS

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PROPOSED RESEARCH PROGRAM

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PROPOSED RESEARCH BUDGET

To address all of the items mentioned above, FMM&A recommends a 20-minute survey of 400
City of Pacifica voters likely to cast a ballot in the November 2010 election. A sample size of
400 voters will allow for the identification and analysis of pertinent demographic and geographic
variances among the Pacifica population. The margin of error for a sample of 400 voters is +/-
4.9 percent; the margin of error for population subgroups will be higher. As Table 1 below
illustrates, as the sample size increases the full sample margin of error diminishes as does the
margin of error for demographic subsets of the Pacifica electorate. For comparison purposes,
FMM&A has included the margin of error and costs associated with a survey of 500 Pacifica

voters.

The cost estimates include final sample preparation, drafting the survey questionnaire, data
tabulation, cross-tabulation and other statistical analysis, and the reporting of the results. Direct
incidental expenses, such as extra reproduction of reports and travel, are not included but would

be billed at cost if incurred.

Of course, any number of alternative survey structures are possible, which might result in higher
or lower costs. FMM&A will be happy to tailor the structure of the survey to meet both your
budget and research needs.
